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Abstract

Title: The Process of Policy Implementation: the Policy of HIV/AIDS Prevention in
Youth Groups in Thailand

The objective of this research were to evaluate the process outcome of the policy
implementation; the policy of HIV/AIDS prevention in youth groups in Thailand both central and regional
level, and to evaluate the policy implementation. 8 of provinces were selected as the representatives from 4
parts of Thailand. Two groups of sample were 1) youth group both in- school and in-community were
1,600 people, which was collecting data by interview regard to questionnaires and focus group interview
(32 groups) regard to interview guide. And 2) the representative of stake holder of the policy
implementation were 88 people, which was collecting data by in-depth interview. The quantitative data
was analyzed by Mann-witney U Test and Path Analysis Category with M-Plus. The qualitative data was
analyzed by Atlas ti. Program version 4.2 for student and then analysis and synthesis regard to the main
issue of the study.

Research Finding: The successful level for prevent AIDS in youth group, without sex experience,
was in the un successful level due to they were unprepared the condom during party with their friend,
75.8%, whereas prevent HIV/AIDS behavior in youth group with sex experience was 36.7% which was
lower than youth group without sex experience. The direct factors effecting to the successful of policy
implementation both with and without sex experience groups were sex, perception on AIDS prevent
activities, and the ability of self-prevention from HIV/AIDS. The indirect factors were knowledge and
attitude to HIV/AIDS and Prevention. The policy implementation in the central level was transferred from
the national AIDS committee to the Department of Disease Prevention and Control (CDC) and then to the
provincial and area of practice. This process was lacking of the budget support. In practical area, the
provincial AIDS committee was monitoring by the provincial health office cooperating with the central
level in order to transfer the policy implementation to the office of area education commission, Local
Organization Administration (LAO) and associated organization. The Non-Government Organization

(NGOs), working on HIV/AIDS prevention in youth group, is mostly supported by Global fund. Whereas,



the government organization especially for education office was supported by provincial fund, global fund,
and outside sources fund, which was differently in each provincial. In the community, the core activities
was address to AIDS knowledge, establishing the core youth group, and supporting them to building the
network of AIDS prevention. The mostly budget was send directly to the target area but some of it was
sending toward the district health office. The obstacle in central level was effecting from changing of
policy implementation process from the process with the budget to without budget support for area of
practice. In area of practice the obstacle in school and municipality/sub-district organization were found
they were slightly concerning on AIDS problem and it effects as well as the risk behavior in youth group.
Especially in the school, AIDS and Sex Study’s course both the technical and process of teaching was
hardly the most in timing management for this course. Recommendation , Should be establish the
cooperation among the Ministry of Public Health (MOPH), the Ministry of Education, the Local
Administration Organization (LAO), and the Non-Government Organization (NGOs) in order to develop
the course of AIDS and Sex study and skill life experiences. The process development of teacher/expert in
the community and also teaching technically is study the appropriate model from pilot study from part of
Thailand.
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
